AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2007-8E

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 1993-O-9D, ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THE EXPENDITURES OF APPROPRIATED COUNTY FUNDS FOR CELLULAR TELEPHONES WITHOUT PRIOR APPROVAL OF THE MADISON COUNTY COUNCIL


WHEREAS, it is the obligation of the County Government to provide quality services in an efficient manner to its citizens in the most cost effective manner possible, and


WHEREAS, Madison County, like other counties throughout the State of Indiana, are faced with difficult economic times which demand the utmost caution in the use of public funds, and


WHEREAS, additional savings may be realized from further advanced screening of proposed cellular telephone expenses,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MADISON COUNTY COUNCIL:


SECTION I. 
Other than the Madison County Department of Emergency Management, County Coroner’s Office, the Unified Adult Probation Services Department, the Madison County Highway Supervisor, Juvenile Probation paid from Supplemental Probation Services Juvenile Fund, the County Prosecutor for three (3) phones plus an additional thirteen (13) phones paid from the Pre-Trial Diversion  Fund, the Adult Protective Services Grant, the Madison County Judges, the Court Administrator, the Master Commissioner, the Madison County Planning Commission, After Care Services, DIS Program, CJC, Drug Court, Public Health Response and TB Programs, no Madison County office, agency, board or other body, nor any Madison County employees or elected officials, may seek to encumber or expend appropriated funds for the purchase, lease or use of cellular telephones at county expense, without such an expenditure being approved in advance by the Madison County Council.  Any county office, agency, board, other body or Madison County employee wishing to purchase, lease, or use cellular phones at county expense shall place a request for the authorization of payments for that cellular phone on the agenda of the County Council at its next scheduled meeting.


SECTION II.  The Madison County Auditor is hereby ordered and directed not to pay any claim or disburse any funds for payment of cellular telephone use not specifically authorized to be paid by the Madison County Council.  Furthermore, the Ordinance shall not be construed in a manner that would prohibit the Auditor from making payments of claims for cellular telephones used by the Madison County Department of Emergency Management, County Coroner’s Office, the Unified Adult Probation Services Department, the Madison County Highway Supervisor, Juvenile Probation paid from 

August 21, 2007

Supplemental Probation Services Juvenile Fund, the County Prosecutor for three (3) phones plus an additional thirteen (13) phones paid from the Pre-Trial Diversion  Fund, the Adult Protective Services Grant, the Madison County Judges, the Court Administrator, the Master Commissioner, the Madison County Planning Commission, After Care Services, DIS Program, CJC, Drug Court, Public Health Response and TB Programs as permitted by Section I of this Ordinance.


SECTION III.  With respect to the purchase, lease or rental of cellular telephones, this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage.  In all other respects, as to payment of claims, this Ordinance shall take effect January 1, 1994.
